Who does this program apply to?








· University employees, technicians, and contractors who generate, handle, or supervise those who generate or handle hazardous waste in the performance of their duties. 
· Examples of hazardous waste include chemicals for disposal such as: corrosive, flammable, reactive, or toxic chemicals, oil-based paint, gasoline, ethanol, muriatic acid, pesticides, and universal wastes.

· This plan covers groups generating waste from the Office of Physical Plant, Auxiliary and Business Services, Intercollegiate Athletics, University Police and Public Safety, Campus Maintenance Operations, and University Health Services, among others.  
· Laboratory operations should follow the Laboratory Waste Management Program. 
What are the key requirements of this program?
· Chemical wastes that are generated in areas covered under the Chemical Waste Management Program (CWMP) are required to have a proper hazardous waste determination completed at the time of generation or one on record with EHS. Hazardous and Universal wastes are disposed of through EHS.
· Supervisors must:

· Identify the individuals who handle chemical and hazardous waste and ensure that they receive required training.

· Identify a satellite accumulation area (SAA) primary and backup responsible person to ensure that hazardous waste is stored within the satellite accumulation area (SAA), and abides to all SAA requirements.
· Provide Personal Protection Equipment (PPE) and ensure that it is worn by employees.
· Training Requirements:

· Initial & annual refresher “EHS - Chemical Waste Management Training”.
· Hazardous Waste Storage Requirements – Satellite Accumulation Area (SAA):

· Place into DOT rated, vapor sealed (liquids), and closeable containers that are compatible with the chemical(s).

· Ensure orange tags (non-research) supplied by EHS are filled out correctly and containers labeled.

· Store in secondary containment.

· SAA’s must be marked with required signage and inspected (documented) weekly.

· Volume of hazardous waste in storage area must be less than 55 gallons (this does not apply to non- hazardous wastes) and/or less than one (1) quart of acutely hazardous waste.

· Pick-up request must be submitted to EHS through webpage:  https://ehs.psu.edu/waste-disposal
· 
Audit the implementation of your waste program annually.

· Recordkeeping Requirements: 
· All areas handling or storing hazardous waste must record their waste inventory quantities on their Weekly Inspection Form. These forms must be kept for three years in your CWMP binder.

· At non-University Park locations hazardous waste manifest records must be maintained at a central location.
