Who does this program apply to?








· University employees, researchers, and students who generate, handle, or supervise those who generate or handle hazardous waste in the performance of their duties within laboratory areas. 
· This plan covers groups generating waste from teaching and research labs, art studios, photo labs, field labs, diagnostic labs, and areas that support labs (e.g., chemical stockrooms, prep rooms, etc.).
· Non-laboratory operations must follow the Chemical Waste Management Program.
What are the key requirements of this program?
· Hazardous and Chemical materials generated in areas covered under the Laboratory Waste Management Program (LWMP) are required to be disposed through EHS.
· Lab Principal Investigators/Department Safety Officers must:

· Identify the individuals who handle chemical and hazardous materials and ensure that they receive training.

· Identify a satellite accumulation area (SAA) and post appropriate signage. 

· Identify the primary hazardous waste responsible individual and appropriate backup individual.
· Provide Personal Protection Equipment (PPE) and ensure that it is worn by personnel.

· Ensure that hazardous waste is disposed of properly and in a timely manner.

· Training Requirements:

· EHS initial and annual refresher “Laboratory and Research Safety.”
· Specific hands-on training by senior laboratory personnel or the authorized supervisor.
· Unwanted Chemical Storage Requirements – Satellite Accumulation Area (SAA):

· Place unwanted chemicals into closed, sturdy containers that are compatible with the material(s).

· Label with green tags supplied by EHS. Ensure green tags are properly filled out.
· Store in secondary containment, supplied by EHS.

· SAAs must be marked with required signage. 

· SAAs must be inspected weekly and the inspection documented using the “Laboratory Satellite Accumulation Area Weekly Inspection Form.”
· Volume of hazardous waste in SAA must be less than 55 gallons (this does not apply to non-hazardous wastes) and/or less than one (1) quart of acutely hazardous waste.

· University Park pick-up requests must be submitted to EHS through webpage:  https://ehs.psu.edu/waste-disposal
· Campus locations will coordinate pick-ups with their Regional EHS Coordinators
· 
Recordkeeping Requirements: 
· All areas handling or storing hazardous waste must record their waste inventory on their Weekly Inspection Form: https://ehs.psu.edu/laboratory-safety/forms
· At non-University Park locations hazardous waste manifest records must be maintained at a central location.
· All locations must retain records for a mandatory three (3) years.
