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Purpose

Obtain approval, signature, and date from the Supervisor, Manager, Faculty, or Principal Investigator responsible for the work unit. Make a copy of Part C—and Part B, if completed—available to personnel in the work area. 

Completing Part C of the PPE Hazard Assessment
Transcribe the PPE requirements for relevant tasks and work areas from Parts A and B into Part C. 
This ensures that Part C reflects the completed Hazard Assessment for the work unit. Use as many pages as necessary to capture all required information.
Print copies of Parts B and C and store them in the work unit’s records for reference and compliance.
